INFRASTRUCTURAL UP-GRADATION

The infrastructural up-gradation at the Modern College of Professional Studies reflects our dedication to
creating an environment that fosters excellence in education and personal development.

Library Up-gradation

The college library has transitioned into a digital hub of knowledge, offering access to a vast collection of
18780 books and 195809 e-books with 2267 titles covering various fields such as management and
commerce, computer science, education, and humanities, academic journals, and multimedia resources. It
is equipped with high-speed internet connectivity facilitating seamless online research and collaborative

projects.
The library is also an Institutional Member of the National Digital Library of India (NDLI) since 2022.

The library has subscribed to 19 National & International Printed Journals and Magazines It has also
subscribed to 7 Newspapers. Subject notes by subject teachers and previous year question papers are also

accessible through the MCPS website.
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Apart from this, Book-Bank has the facility to access NDL, NPTEL, Swayam, and other useful E-

Resources on 5 computers through internet-connected computer terminals.
Technological Integration

The computing resources are distributed in two Computer Labs (100 computers for students) and 5
computers are available in Library (for staff and students), faculty staff rooms, and administrative block.
Network and backup power supply with online UPS & 45 KVA generator have been catered. All

software as per syllabi is available. Internet connectivity is provided with a 50 mbps leased line.
